As in 2018, schools and community groups are invited to participate in Green
for Grenfell Day, where they come together as a community, wear something
green and take part in a local activity or community project to show support for
the Grenfell community. This will take place between 14" and 28" June. More
information and downloadable information packs, including ideas for activities
and assemblies, are available on Grenfell United’s website.
